I.  Directions to Camp 


NETC is located 65 miles north of New York City on the campus of the 
Trinity-Pawling School in Pawling, NY.  The address of the school is 700 


Route 22, Pawling, NY.

From New York City and Westchester take I-684 north to Brewster where it becomes Route 22.  Continue north on Route 22 for 14 miles to Pawling.  The school entrance will be on the right hand side of Route 22.  Follow the signs to registration.


From Long Island take the Whitestone Bridge to the Hutchinson River 
Parkway north.  Take I-684 north to Brewster where it becomes Route 22.  
Continue north on Route 22 for 14 miles to Pawling.  The school entrance 
will be on the right hand side of Route 22.  Follow the signs to registration.

From New Jersey take the Tappan Zee Bridge to I-287 east to I-684 north to Brewster where it becomes Route 22.  Continue north on Route 22 



for 14 miles to Pawling.  The school entrance will be on the right hand side 
of Route 22.  Follow the signs to registration.


From Connecticut take I-84 west to Route 22 north.  Continue north on 
Route 22 for 14 miles to Pawling.  The school entrance will be on the 
right hand side of Route 22.  Follow the signs to registration.

II.  Arrival at Camp

IX.  Medical Care At Camp


A nurse is at Camp daily from 9:00AM - 8:00PM and a doctor is on call 24 
hours a day.  In addition, the Camp Director, Gordon Kent, is certified as an 
Emergency Medical Technician in New York State.

It is extremely important that the enclosed Health Form be completed and brought to Camp.  Campers without Health Forms will not be admitted to Camp.  We especially need to know about any special medical conditions which
may exist, e.g., allergies, asthma, etc.

X.  Laundry


Campers' laundry will be done near the end of the first week of the two 
week sessions and weekly for those staying for more than two weeks. 

This service is provided at no additional charge to Campers.  It is important 
that all items be marked with the Camper's name.

XI.  Forms


Health Form - Fill out this form completely and bring it to Camp.


Travel Form - We assume that your child will be arriving by car unless the 
Travel Form is filled out and returned to us. The form should be received at 
least two weeks prior to your child's arrival at Camp.


Roommate Request Form - If you wish to request a roommate and haven’t 
already done so, fill out this form and return it to the office at least two 
weeks before arrival at Camp.


Personal Information Form - This form is designed to give some necessary 
background information on each camper.  Please complete this form and 
bring it to Camp.


Tennis Evaluation Form - A profile of your game is helpful to us in working 
with you while you are at Camp.  Please have your pro or coach complete 
this form and bring it with you to Camp.

XII.  Day Campers


Day Campers should register on Sunday at the same time as overnight 
campers.  They should arrive at Camp daily at 9:00AM and plan to stay until 
the completion of evening activities or until 5:00PM, as arranged.
